GENERAL PROVISIONS

SOS Children's Villages Armenian Charity Foundation is a non-governmental, non-

political, non-denominational and non-commercial organization, established based

on voluntary contributions of assets. lt is a non-membership organization that

pursues social, charitable, cultural, educational and other goals, which are in the

public interest. All funds and surpluses of the Foundation shall be employed to further

the Fou ndation's objectives.

The operational address of the Foundation is Yerznkyan street, building 79, 0033,
yerevan, Republic of Armenia (hereinafter referred to as the National Office). The

registered address of the Foundation is H. Kochar street 8, apartments 18-19, 0033,

Ydrevan, Republic of Armenia.

The Foundation was founded by N 01 decision of the board of founders dating to

10.01.2000 and is the legal successor of SOS-Children's Villages Armenian Charity

Association. The statutes of SOS-Children's Villages Armenian Charity Association

Was registered by N 10/07 decision of RA Ministry of Justice collegiums dating to

March 13, 1998 and itwas reorganized intothefoundation by N 043 decision of the

members of its General Assembly dating to 10'01.2000.

The only founder of the Foundation is SOS Children's Villages lnternational (in

German SOS-Kinderdorf lnternational), an international non-governmental, non-

commercial, non- political, non-denominational and charitable organization, working

exclusively in the public interest. The Head Office of the lnternational organization is

located at Brigittenauer Liinde 50, 1200 Vienna, Austria'

The Foundation operates according to the Constitution of Armenia, the laws and

international Conventions of the Republic of Armenia, as well as the objectives and

policies of its, SOS Children's Villages lnternational and these statutes'

f-6.

2.2.5 By looking for, selecting and training staff in order to guarantee a professional
operation of the Foundation's projects and offices;

2.2.6 By performing public relations work in the form of publications, coverages and
variijus events for the dissemination and promotion of the Foundation's projects artd
segvices;

2.2.7 By protecting and promoting the brand of sos chirdren's viilages.

FINANCES

Funds of the Foundation included in the assets of the Foundation shall be:

3.1.1 Private and public donations and financial assignments;
3.1.2 Funds received through private or public fundraising;
3.1.3 Bequests and legacies;
3.1.4 Funds originating from international transfers of SOS Children's Villages
lnternational or any of its member Foundations;
3.1.5 All tangible and non-tangible assets of the Foundation, including movable and
immovable property.

3.1.6 Funds acquired as a result of participating in and winning tenders announced by state
and non-state bodies, including movable and immovable property.

The source of the formation of the Foundation's property may be the funds and sources
specified in the RA Law "On Foundations".

The Foundation may dispose of any legally acquired property/ownership necessary to
carry out its statutory goals and objectives, namely, to achieve its charitable goals and
aims as laid down in these statutes. The Foundation's funds shall be employed exclusively
to achieve the Foundation's objectives as laid down in these statutes.

The property of the Foundaiion may not be used for the beirefit of its founders, members
of the Foundation's bodies, as well as employees of the Foundation, with the exception of
the salaries of employees and expenses subject to compensation due to the performance
of the duties of members of the Foundation's bodies, as well as cases when the founders
of the Foundation, members of the Foundation's bodies, as well as employees of the
Foundation are beneficiaries provided for by the Statutes.

The financial year of the Foundation shall be from the 1st January to 31st December of
each calendar year.

No later than July 1 following each financial year, shall be compiled and published a
complete and proper Annual Financial Accounts and an independent and recognized
extemal auditor shall audit the Foundation's financial statements annually to verify that
they present a "true and fai/' view of the financial position of the Foundation, its results and
cash flows, and that all funds were used according to the statutes and to the decisions
made by the Foundation's legal bodies.

The Foundation keeps bank accounts, on which local and international incomes and fees
are paid to and from which budget and non-budget transfers are effectuated.
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i 3 Said accounts of the Foundation shall be at the disposal of the General Director. Any
bank account must have joint signatory by more than one authorized person.

9 CONFLICT OF INTERESTS

9.1 Whenever a member of the Board of the Foundation, the National Director, an employee or
persons related to them have a financial or personal interest in a matter concerning the
Foundation, the affected person shall:

a) fully disclose the nature of the interest; and

b) withdraw from discussion, lobbying, and voting on the matter.

9.2 Related pglsons are considered parents, spouses, including partners, children, brothers,
sisters, parents, children, brothers and sisters of the spouse.

9.3 Any decision of the Board involving a potential conflict of interest shall require the approval
of a majority of the disinterested members of the Board, who shall determine that the

transaction or arrangement is in the best interests of the Foundation. The minutes of the

relevanf meeting shall reflect the disclosure of the conflict, any abstention from voting, and

the rationale for the Board's decision.

1() SUB.DIVISIONS OF THE FOUNDATION, THEIR ESTABLISHMENT, REORGANISATION,

TERMINATION OF ACTIVITIES AND RELATIONS WITH THE MANAGEMENT

Decisions regarding establishment or reorganization of any branches/sub-divisions

of the Foundation as well as termination of their activities shall be taken by the Board.

Such branches/sub-divisions may enjoy the rights of a separate branches/sub-

divisions, meaning to have their own bank accounts, seals and other requisites.

Managers of said branches/sub-divisions shall be selected, hired and dismissed by

the decision of the National Director.

When carrying out their activities the branches/sub-divisions of the Foundation shall

abide by the laws of the Republic of Armenia, these statutes as well as by their own

internal procedures and regulations.

Activities pursued by the branches/sub-divisions shall be leaded/supervised by the
Foundation and shall be in compliance with the objectives and tasks of the

Foundation as laid downherein.

11 SETTLEMENT OF DISPUTES

11.1 Any dispute arising between the Foundation and members of the Board, or with any
promoting or supporting entities or individuals, shall first be resolved internally
through good-faith negotiations.

ln case no resolution is reached internally within 60 days, the parties may refer the

dispute to the Arbitration Court of the Republic of Armenia, subject to a mutual written

agreement.

Where the parties have agreed to submit the dispute to the RA Court of Arbitration,
its decision shall be final and binding, and subject to enforcement under Armenian
law.

ln case the parties do not agree to arbitration, the dispute shall be resolved by the

competent courts of the Republic of Armenia in accordance with the applicable law.

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12 REORGANIZATION, LIQUIDATION AND TERMINATION OF THE ACTIVITIES OF THE

FOUNDATION

12.1 The Foundation may be reorganized only through merger or consolidation by

unanimous decision of all members of the Board of Trustees in accordance with the

procedure gstablished by the RA Law "On Foundations".

12.2 The decision on liquidation of the Foundation is made by unanimous decision of all

members of the Board in accordance with the procedure established by the RA Law

"Oq'Foundations".

12.3 Only the court, upon the demand of the Board and interested third-parties, may adopt

. the final decision on the liquidation of the Foundation.

12.4 A.fter adoption of the decision on liquidating the Foundation by the court, the Board

shall appoint a Commission on Liquidation (liquidator), and shall define the order and

terms of liquidation in accordance with the RA Civil Code and the RA Law "On

Foundations".

12.5 Starting from the moment of its appointment, the Commission on Liquidation takes

over the authority of managing the affairs of the Foundation. The Commission acts

on behalf of the Foundation in the court.

12.6 !n the event of liquidation of the Foundation, after satisfying the creditors' claims, as

well as in the event that at the time of approval of the interim liquidation balance

sheet, the Foundation has no obligations towards creditors, the property shall be

directed to the purposes stipulated by the Foundation's statutes, in the event of its

impossibility, the funds shall be transferred to the state budget, and other property

shall be transferred by ownership to the Republic of Armenia, represented by the

Govemment, except for cases prescribed by law.

12.T The liquidation of the Foundation is considered completed, and its existence is

considered to have ceased, from the moment of state registration.

12.8 The Foundation is liquidated in accordance with the procedure preqcribed by the RA

Law "On Foundations".
